Christmas music.  They lift up our hearts, fill us with 

wonder and awe at the birth of the God-Man and 

allow our spirit to be touched by God who is 

Emmanuel, the God-with-us. 

 In the Hallelujah Chorus, Handel gloriously 

captures the glory and majesty of the God-Man who 

is King of kings and Lord of lords, who reigns over 

the World and the Universe, who seeks to reign in 

our hearts and lives as well.

A Thought for Adventõs Last Week 
 

òôThe world today needs people who have been shaken by ultimate 
calamities and emerged from them with the knowledge and awareness 
that those who look to the Lord will still be preserved by him, even if 
they are hounded from the earth.  The Advent message comes out of 
an encounter of man with the absolute, the final, the gospel. It is thus 
the message that shakesñso that in the end, the world shall be 
shaken.õ 

 

Jesuit Father Alfred Delp wrote those words from his 
prison cell shortly before the Third Reich executed himñ
just as it did Dietrich Bonhoefferñfor resistance to 
Adolph Hitlerõs regime.  These are sober thoughts.  But 
theyõre the soil from which real Christian joy and hope 
must grow.  They remind us why Advent, as a season, is so 
vital to understanding the whole of Christian revelation.  
The baby born in Bethlehem comes to bring us light and 
peace.  But to do that, he comes to die for us and rise 
again.  He comes to deliver us from the evil in ourselves 
and in the world that slew Bonhoeffer, and Delp and even 
the Son of God himself.  Jesus Christ comes to shake 
everything.  May he come quickly.ó 

 

The words above were written by Archbishop Chaput in 
Advent 2010.  Indeed, Advent prepares us for the Birth of 
our Savior who comes in order to die so that we might be 
set free and live.  Our Archbishop also included these 
words in that column written by Dietrich Bonhoeffer,  
 

òWe have become so accustomed to the idea of divine love and of 
Godõs coming at Christmas that we no longer feel the shiver of fear 
that Godõs coming should arouse in us.  We are indifferent to the 
(Advent) message, taking only the pleasant and agreeable out of it 
and forgetting the serious aspect, that the God of the world draws 
near to the people of our little earth and lays claim to us.ó 
 

In this final week of Advent, let us be sure that our 
preparations are properly focused and our lives correctly 
focused on the true meaning of Christõs birth, life, death, 
resurrection ð so that He will find us ready when He 
comes again.
