The Tribunal is a group of specially-qualified
priests, sisters and lay people whose responsibility is to
come to the help of people who have experienced
divorce.

When a divorce occurs, the Catholic Church
always seeks to balance two realities. One is the
unbreakabl eness of the bond
law. It cannot be broken by human intervention. On the
other hand, the Church is concerned about the spiritual
welfare of the people involved. Was this a true
marriage? Even though a Catholic marriage was
celebrated, perhaps there was some weakness in the
consent of the parties involved? The Annulment
Procedure addresses this problem without affixing blame
on either party.

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Invitation to Communion

A few changes have been made to the translation of this prayer that comes shortly before Holy Communion is
distri buted, including the following: "Happy are those who are called to his supper” is now "Blessed are those called to
the supper of the Lamb". In the previous translation of this prayer, the priest said the words, "Happy are those who are
called to his supper" as he held up the Eucharistic host shortly before Holy Communion. But the new translation
highlights even more how the Eucharist is no ordinary meal. The new words more directly recall a climactic moment in

the book of Revelation when Jesus comes to uniteHimself to His people in a great heavenly wedding feast. In this scene,
Jesus Christ, the Lamb of God, is depicted as a bridegroom intimately joining himself to his bride, the Church. An angel

announces this loving union by saying, "Blessed are those who are invited to the marriage supper of the Lamb"
(Revelation 19:9).

In the new translation, the priest at Mass more clearly echoes the angel's invitation to the heavenly wedding supper of the
lamb. Here, we see how the Eucharig we are about to receive involves an intimate, loving communion with our Lord
Jesu$ one that is likened to the union shared between a husband and wife. Indeed, Holy C ommunion is a participation
in that heavenly wedding supper of the Lamb, which celebrate s the union of Jesus with His bride, the Church.

“Lord, | am not worthy to receive to you" is now "Lord, I am not worthy that you should enter under my roof". These
new words reflect the humility and trust of the Roman centurion in the gospels who asked J esus to heal his servant who is
at his house, paralyzed and in distress. As a Gentile, outside of God's covenant, and a Roman officer in charge of a
hundred soldiers who were oppressing God's people, this centurion humbly acknowledges, "Lord, | am not wor thy to
have you come under my roof." Yet he expresses a great faith that surpasses that of many others in the gospels ang
amazes even Jesus: he believes Jesus can heal from afar, simply by speaking his word: "But only say the word, and my
servant shall be healed" (see Matthew 8:8; Luke 7:67).

Jesus praises this man forhis faith. Like the centurion, we, at this moment in the Mass, recognize our unworthiness to
have Jesus come sacramentally underour "roof" into our souls in Holy Communion. Yet just asthe centurion believed
Jesus was able to heal his servant, so do we trust that Jesus can heal us ke becomes the most intimate guest of our souls
in the Eucharist.
