 With all this talk of weather, we want you to 
know that the replacement window project for the 
rectory was completed in October.  This project was 
started a few years back, being implemented over 
time.  The only remaining windows needing 
replacement were on the first floor and Don Lawler 
finished the work.  We are trusting that this 
investment will aid us in reduced energy costs in the 
rectory.

¶ One donation can save the lives of up to three 

people. 
 

Blood donors must be at least 16 years of age, weigh more than 

110 pounds, and be in good general health.  A healthy donor 

may donate red blood cells every 56 days.  Donating blood is a 

simple and safe process.  A sterile needle is used only once for 

each donor and then discarded.  From the time you arrive 

until the time you leave is about one hour.

ZIPPY BEEF 
 

2 lbs ground beef  
1 cup grated cheddar cheese  
8 oz uncooked elbow macaroni   
½ cup of chopped green pepper 
2 (10 ½ oz) cans of mushroom soup  
3 tbsp dried minced onion 
1 ½ cup milk      
2 cups potato chips for topping 
1 1/3 cup catsup 
 

Cook meat until brown.  Drain off fat.  Cook macaroni 
as directed.  Drain.  In the casserole pan mix all 
ingredients, except chips.  Sprinkle crushed chips on top 
and then freeze. 
 
 
3.  Bring the casserole to the gym lobby between 8 
and 10:30 AM on the Third Monday of the month, 
which is next Monday, November 21.
