Dear Friends, 
 Next weekend is it!  We begin using the new 
English translation of the Roman Missal.  For many, 
many months now we have been providing materials in 
the bulletin to explain and orient you about this new 
translation.  Hopefully, you have found at least some of 
it helpful and informative. 

We also gave out hundreds of copies of Dr. 
Edward Sriõs booklet, A Guide to the New Translation of the 
Mass, held an evening program of introduction and 
conducted a five session òBiblical Walk Through the 
Massó to deepen our appreciation of this greatest 
miracle of love.  You can access helpful information at 
the websites of the Archdiocese and of the United 
States Conference of Catholic Bishops, which can be 
accessed through our webpage (www.saintmatthias.org). 

Next weekend, and for many months thereafter, 
you and I will find ourselves praying the Mass texts with 
our eyes glued to the Missal, the missalette or the     
òpew cardsó which are available in Church for your 
convenience.  This need not be distressing.  It will 
actually be helpful to our concentration and benefit our 
spiritual enrichment.  In a short amount of time, we will 
find ourselves comfortable with the new words, the new 
phrasing and where to pause collectively as we pray.  
 This unique moment in the Church is not 
simply about learning new words and new musical 
settings, however.  It is above all about re-discovering 
the meaning of these words and actions of the Mass.  
The new translation will make it easier to see the biblical 
sources of so many of our Mass prayers as well as to 
bring forward the theological realities and cherished 
beliefs more clearly and deeply. 
 So let us begin with joy in our hearts, peace 
abiding in our souls, an abundance of patience 
surrounding our efforts, fully attentive to the one thing 
each of is called to do ð to give all glory and honor, 
worship and praise to God our almighty Father, now 
and forever!

Do you know your 

Archdiocesan Metropolitan Tribunal? 
 

The Tribunal is a group of specially-qualified 
Catholics whose responsibility is to come to the help of 
people who have experienced divorce and who may 
wish to remarry in the Catholic Church. 
 

When a divorce occurs, the Catholic Church 
always seeks to balance two realities.  One is the 
unbreakableness of the bond of marriage.  This is Godôs 
law.  It cannot be broken by human intervention.  On the 
other hand, the Church is concerned about the spiritual 
welfare of the people involved.  Was this a true 
marriage?  Even though a Catholic marriage was 
celebrated, perhaps there was some deficiency in the 
consent of the parties involved?  The annulment 
procedure addresses this problem.

Charles Ravert and Jonathon Baggett are the two        
Seminarians assigned to Saint Matthias Parish for their 
Thursday Apostolate for this academic year.  If you have a 
question youõd like to òAsk the Seminariansó, please drop it off 
at the rectory or email it to BrandonA@saintmatthias.org. 
 

This weekõs question:  Why do you want to be a priest? 
 

Charles:  If you have ever been in a car on a long trip 
you know that it can be very uncomfortable after the 
first couple of hours have passed.  We do different 
things to distract ourselves from the boredom or the 
discomfort like playing road games, singing songs, 
listening to the radio and for the passengers, the all-
important sleeping.  At regular intervals we need to stop 
along the way to rest and eat to be rejuvenated to 
continue the journey to the joy of our final destination.  
Similarly, our lives are like a long road trip having its 
own discomforts along the way to our final destination: 
heaven.  The priesthood has been given to the Church 
by Jesus to help us along this trip.  When our 
discomfort gets to be too much and the distractions we 
find stop helping, we need a rest stop.  The priest meets 
us at these rest stops along life's journey, to comfort us 
when we are wearied, to feed us when we are hungry, to 
make our bed and lay us to rest and, very importantly, to 
rejoice with us during the high points of the journey, 
especially when we reach the final destination.  I believe 
with my whole heart that Jesus has called me to be one 
of these servants along the road, and I want nothing 
more than one day, as a priest, to be there along the 
road of each Catholic's journey to bring Jesus' comfort, 
his heavenly food, his healing and sanctifying presence 
to them along their journey to heaven. 
 

Jonathon:  My desire for priesthood really stems out of 
a desire to serve the Lord in the greatest way possible, 
to save the greatest number of souls, and to give Him as 
much of my life that I could.  In high school while 
trying to determine what I wanted to do with my life, I 
realized that I was asking the wrong question.  It 
shouldn't be "what do I want to do?", but "what does 
God want me to do?", and that realization opened up 
the possibility of a vocation to priesthood or religious 
life.  I tried religious life first, but none of the orders 
that I was interested in would accept until after the 
applicant finished at least some college.  I determined to 
enter college and continue to pray to ask God what He 
wanted from me, but as I prayed I realized that God 
wanted me to enter seminary rather than college so I 
applied and was accepted.  The priesthood for me is the 
way to reach the greatest number of people and lead 
them toward heaven.
