For the reception of Holy Communion, we are directed to bow our head as a sign of homage and
reverence, acknowledging that we are standing before our risen Lord and preparing to receive Him in the
Eucharist. If we receive in the hand rather than on the tongue, our one hand should be place upon the other as
to form a throne to receive our King and to ensure that there is no danger of dropping the consecrated Host or
giving any hint of disrespect.

One final thought, as we enter the Church we dip our fingers in Holy Water and trace the Sign of the
Cross on our bodies to remind us of our Baptism into the death and resurrection of Christ our Lord. It alsois a
physical reminder that we are leaving the ordinary things of life to enter into the heavenly and blessed things
Ol woPi T dww( OwbUwl OOEwWxUEEUPE]l wUOWEOWUT T wUEODT wOOwUT 1 w
help as we go on our way.
