three fiscal years (see next page).  For fiscal year (FY) 2011 the figures are unaudited.                         

This information was mailed to all our registered parishioners in September.  We provide it here for 

all those friends who worship with us either occasionally or regularly from the area . 

 

 Total income overall has gone up and down in this period, but our Sunday collections have 

gradually moved down each year.  The Sunday collection is our single most important source of 

income for parish operations.  The rental income has proven critical for our operational budget but 

there are no guarantees that we will always be able to count on this income.  We must look for ways 

to balance our income and expenses in a very difficult economic climate. 

 

 Regarding expenses, which continued to rise in this period, please note that some expenses 

from FY 2010 to FY 2011 have been re-categorized from one line item to another causing some 

fluctuations within those line items.  Additionally in FY 2011, we had several one-time expenses such 

as the purchase of 3 new computers, refurbishment of the alarm system for Church and rectory 

($11,322) and some new furniture for the rectory.  Regarding the increases in the line items for clergy 

salary, and taxes and fringe benefits, we have the blessings of an additional full time priest for our 

parish in FY 2011. 

 

 For this present fiscal year which ends June 30, 2012, we will see the rental income decrease
