The Church Fathers had a distinctive approach to
youth ministry. | discovered it in the course of an

Ambrose had ever led teens on ski trips to the nearby
Alps. Digging through the Eastern Fathers, | came
up even drier - no junior-high dances - not even a
pizza party in either Antioch or Alexandria. In fact,
in all the documentary evidence from all the ancient
patriarchates of the

They promised young people great things, like
persecution, lower social status, public ridicule,
severely limited employment opportunities, frequent
fasting, a high risk of jail and torture, and maybe, just
maybe, an early, violent death at the hands of their
pagan rulers.

The Fathers looked young people in the eye and
called them to live purely in the midst of a
pornographic culture. They looked at some young
men and women and boldly told them they had a
calling to virginity. And it worked. Even the pagans
noticed how well it worked.

The brightest young

he watched his father taken away to be killed, Origen
would have gone along himself, turned himself in, if
his mother had not hidden all his clothes . . .
