 Often Jesus uses the imagery of a large and 
sumptuous banquet, in this case a marriage feast.

Many of the invited turn away, filled 
with the cares of this world, the concerns of their 
daily lives, they sense no urgency for what is ready 
and waiting.  Those who accepted, including sinners, 
enter dressed in the wedding garment (of repentance) 
which was offered by the host; all, that is, but one. 
 How fortunate are we, indeed how blessed, to 
be invited over and again to the Lordõs banquet feast, 
the Sacrifice of Calvary, made present for us at every 
celebration of Holy Mass!  Here at Mass, we enter 
heaven!  The Mass is a banquet feast which requires 
that we put on the wedding garment of Christ the 
Lord received in Baptism and keep it clean and pure 
through our frequent reception of the Sacrament of 
Penance. 

At Mass, we encounter Jesus both in His 
Word (Scripture) and in the Eucharist (His Body and 
Blood).  We ought to come to Church early, we need 
to leave all of this worldõs thoughts and distractions at 
the Church door, and we ought to spend time 
spiritually preparing ourselves through prayer before 
Mass begins.
