Call to Conversion and Holiness: Parish Self-Evaluation of “Super-Priorities”

In his Pastoral Letter, Call to Conversion and Holines€ardinal Justin Rigali initiated the process of a formal
review of individual parishes and entities. The Cardinal stated that the Church needs to confront its
challenges within our churches, schools and charitable services. As a Church, we are responsible to meebur
mission and the demands of the Gospel.

As part of Phase | of the process, under the guidance of the Archdiocese, ourParish Pastoral Council began

Confessions and Vocations. Here we wish to share a flavor of the discussions and the insights garnered over

4 meetings on these topics.

MASS AND EUCHARIST

The national average for regular Mass attendance is 23%. The Archdiocesan average for regular Mas
attendance is 24%. The average for regular Mass attendance at Saint Matthias is 49%. This number, however,
could possibly be skewed because of the large numbers of nonregistered parishioners attending the 7:00 p.m.
Mass, as well as PCOM and Saint Jogeh University Students attending Mass here. Nevertheless, we believe
that our parishioner participation at Mas s is much higher than average. While we do not have a formal
Liturgy Committee, training and meetings for our Liturgical Ministers are held thro ughout the year to support
those involved and to keep everyone updated on what is going on. The majority of those attending Mass are
actively participating in the Mass including singing of the hymns. Lectors, cantors and choir are wonderful.
Our altar servers, greeters and extraordinary ministers of Holy Communion are reverent and add to the
beauty of the celebration of Mass.

At this time, the consensus is that the current Mass schedule meets the needs of the parish. Mass times are
well publicized on the sign outside the Church, in the bulletin, on the website and on the voicemail system if

no one is available to answer the telephone. Bulletins are archived online. Monsignor McCulken has received

good feedback on the bulletin and our website. The homily, the bulletin and daily prayer all encourage our
parishioners to make the connection between Mass and their daily lives. To help all people feel welcome at

before the start of Mass. We also offer a bus for those who cannot get to Mass on their own. We are able to
provide special hosts for those with Celiac disease.

To reach out to non-practicing Catholics, we send mailings and make phone calls to encourage all to attend
Mass. We make ourselves visible in the community, at the Fourth of July celebration and Easter Egg Hunt, as
well as the recent Saint Vincent de Paul Society bake sale. Friends and neighbors encourage each other.
Recently, information inviting those who have lapsed and/or are not coming to Church has been added to our
website to invite them back. Attendance at our monthly First Wednesday Eucharistic Adoration has been very
good. In general, we believe we are doing a good jol and will continue to do what we are doing well.
We encourage our parishioners to reach out to family, friends to encourage their greater participation at Mass.
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We will look into additional ways to invite lapsed Catholics back. We will provide  workshops and
information to the parishioners regarding the new translation of the Roman Missal.

CONFESSIONS

Nationally, 26% of adult Catholics go to confession once a year, 30% aend less than once a year, and45%
never go. At Saint Matthias, we have an average of about 9 weekly attendees on Saturday afternoon. 450
people have attended Advent and Lenten Penance Services. In general, it appears that the number of people
going to confession has increased, perhaps due to the difficult, uncertain times in which we live. Confession
times (including the Wednesday nights in Lent) are actively promoted in the bulletin and on the website and

in homilies. Pamphlets are available in the Church for How to Go to Confession and Examination of
Conscience. In adlition to what is already offered, we will explore the possibility of Confessions on a Sunday
during the month and publish stories about the great benefits of this Sacrament of forgiveness and healing.

VOCATIONS

Creating vocation awareness, prayers for vocations and promotion of vocations are all areas that are being
addressed. While no one from Saint Matthias Parish is currently at Saint Charles Borromeo Seminary, one
person is currently in a discernment process. As far as ways to promote vocations, we have a seminarian
speak at all the Masses each year as part of the Seminary Appeal. This past year, we had two seminarians at
the Parish as part of their weekly apostolate. They answered questions in the bulletin about their vocations
and experiences & Saint Charles Seminary, visited the sick, participated in RCIA classes and assisted with the
Young Adult programs. We also regularly include prayers for those discerning the priesthood and
consecrated life in the Prayer of the Faithful at Mass. The priests discuss vocations in their homilies.
Our website and bulletin include a link to the Vocations Office (www.HeedTheCall.org). The parish could
have specific prayer intentions for the monthly Eucharistic Adoration, one being for vocations a s well as ask
the Rosary Group to include this intention. We can investigate the possibility of seminarians addressing our
Confirmation class and hold a pizza night with seminarians for the young adults. The priests could share their
discernment stories at Mass and parishioners are to be encouraged to invite young men to consider the
priesthood and young women the religious life.

WHAT’S NEXT

Beginning this Fall, Phase Il will take place. A video will be presented to all Archdiocesan parishes in order to
introduce the evaluation process for the Call to Conversion and HolinessWe will examine our parish in these
areas: Prayer and Sacramental Life, Family and Community, Invitation and Witness, Education and Faith
Formation, Pastoral Outreach and Catholic Social Teaching, Leadership and Care of Facilities, Personnel and
Fitness, and Stewardship Formation and Practices. We will seek to keep our parishioners informed about this
process and our progress.
