The Roman Missal, Third Edition 
 

For some time now, we have been publishing from various sources information to assist us in understanding some of the 

changes in translation which will be utilized in the celebration of Mass beginning the First Sunday of Advent 2011.            

At this time, we wish to provide some more practic al tools to help all of us. 
 

You will recall that Blessed Pope John Paul II promulgated the third edition ( editio typica tertia) of the Missale Romanum 

(Roman Missal) during the Jubilee Year in 2000.  This is the Latin Missal from which all translations are derived.  Among 

other things, this third edition contains prayers for the celebration of recently canonized saints, additional prefaces for t he 

Eucharistic Prayers, additional Masses and Prayers for Various Needs and Intentions, and some updated and revised 

rubrics (instructions) for the celebration of the Mass (which we have been following for some time).  
 

The Vatican also directed that the unique style of the Roman Rite should be maintained in translation.   The texts of the 

revised translation of the Roman Missal which we will begin to use shortly are marked by a heightened style of English 

speech and a grammatical structure that closely follows the Latin text.   In addition, many biblical and poetic images, such

Additionally, to enh ance our understanding and appreciation of the Mass, we are offering a five (5) week Study Program, 

A Biblical Walk Through The Mass, which will include a DVD presentation by Dr. Sri, a text and a workbook for personal 

review and group discussion.
