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SACRAMENT OF PENANCE
(RECONCILIATION, CONFESSION)

What is it that can cause fear in the hearts of
otherwise faithful Catholics? What is it that can cause
angst in the hearts of those seeking to become
Catholic? What is perhaps the most misunderstood
Sacrament given to us by Christ for our salvation?
Well, by the title you know | am writing about the
Sacrament of Penance, Reconciliation; what we know
as Confession.

Many adult Catholics have memories of fear and
trepidation about their First Confession or about
going to confession as a youngster. There was a time
in the not too distant past when friends would warn

and angst in Confession because God is aHloving, all -
merciful, full of compassion and mercy!

There are many stories of miracles and confession.
I know one of a man who was terribly ill + advanced
in years, he was crippled up, walking on special
crutches, wearing hearing aids, depressed and in
great pain. He asked a friend to come over to pray
over him to relieve his distress. The friend declined
but wh en it came out that this man had not been to
confession for many, many decades, the friend
volunteered to_drive him to church for confession to

While such experiences are not universal, there are
plenty of stories to go around. Some of the fear may
have been instilled by zealous catechists; some of it,
just part of a natural human tendency we all share.

Truth be told, Penance is one of the most beautiful
sacraments; a sacrament of forgiveness, mercy and
healing. Think of Jesus with the woman caught in
adultery, the paralytic lowered through the roof, the
Prodigal Son, the Good Thief, and the many other
occasions when He forgave sins. It caused a stir
among the leaders, but it freed the hearts and souls of
all who accepted Jesus as Lord.

A dear friend of mine refers to Confession as a sauna
bathfor the soul. Think of it this way, a hiker going
along a path in the woods begins to pick up beautiful
rocks and place them in his backpack. He walks for a
long time and picks up so many rocks, he becomes
weighed down to the point of almost not being able to
walk on. Now, he has to make a choice. Sin then is
like those rocks. Sin weighs us down. We tend to
accumulate sins sometimes almost without thinking.
Only the confession of our sins and the forgiveness by
absolution will lift the burden and free us. Jesus is
waiting to do just that for you and for me, just like He
did in His public ministry.

God loves us beyond dl human understanding. Jesus
died on the cross out of love for us so that our sins
might be forgiven. He wants to draw us closer to His

church to pray. It was a real long time before the man

came out. The friend was astonished. The man
dropped the crutches and walked unassisted. When

he knelt at the altar rail to pray, he popped out the
ITTEUPOT WEPEUSww3T 1T wi UDI OEwp
and he immediately responded.

through confession, every spiritual ailment will be.
