SUMMARY MEETING NOTES 

from the Pastoral Council meeting on Wednesday, 

October 5, 2011 
 

Agenda:  A Worshiping Parish:  Prayer and Sacramental Life 
 

The focus of the meeting was to look at the quality of 

our prayer, worship, and sacramental life and then 

develop action steps to deepen them. 
 

After the opening prayer and reflection from Scripture 

on Acts 2:42-47 as well as reflection on suggested 

excerpts from Church documents, the Council looked at 

the current statistics locally and regionally.  After this, 

they discussed their insights gleaned from their answers 

to a survey provided by the Archdiocese.  
 

Council determined that Saint Matthias Parish presents 

a positive prayer and sacramental life for our 

parishioners.  Council sees Sunday Mass participation 

positively and the Masses celebrated reverently.  The 

singing and music are joyful and there is much 

participation by varied age groups in our various 

liturgical ministries.   
 

There was discussion about how the parish reaches out 

to those who experience the death of a loved one (a 

Bereavement Ministry, which is being done informally 

presently) and suggestions received from some families 

regarding more participation by our younger members 

at Mass. 
 

In addition to weekday, Holyday, and Sunday Masses 

Saint Matthias offers several other celebrations and 

devotional services. 

¶ Recitation of the Rosary after each weekday 

morning Mass 

¶ Forty Hours  

¶ Monthly all -day Adoration of the Blessed 

Sacrament 

¶ Stations of the Cross during Lent 

¶ May Procession 

¶ Liturgy of the Hours, Mo rning Prayer during 

Holy Week  

¶ Anointing of the Sick Mass, Feast of Saint
